
Results of the Book Adoption Party 

Friends of the Princeton University Library 

Chancellor Green—March 28, 2010 

 

The recent Friends Book Adoption Party proved highly successful. More than sixty 

guests enjoyed the opportunity to look at items purchased for library collections in the 

past year, chat with curators, inspect items selected by the curators for conservation, and 

talk to book and paper conservators about the treatments for these items. Both the 

Marquand Library and the East Asian Library participated in the event for the first time 

 

When not looking at the items available for adoption, guests sampled wine and appetizers 

and enjoyed conversing in the Chancellor Green hyphen. The catering of the event 

received high marks from those in attendance. After the party, many of the attendees 

joined other Friends for the Annual “Winter” dinner. The featured speaker, Mark 

Dimunation, chief of the Rare Book and Special Collections Division at the Library of 

Congress, entertained the more than seventy Friends with an illustrated talk about his 

efforts to re-create Thomas Jefferson’s library. 

 

Attendance at the party was somewhat less than in 2008, but in most other ways this was 

a more successful event No doubt, attendance was strongly influenced by the contribution 

of more than $12,000 in advertising by the Times of Trenton (one of the ads appears at 

the end of this report). Of special help at the newspaper were Laurie Pellichero, Chuck 

McKane, and Publisher Brian Malone. Generous support from Princeton University Press, 

Bruce McKittrick Rare Books, ChingFoster Designs, Michael Ginsburg Books, Hollinger 

Metal Edge, and Smith-Shattuck Bookbinding also helped underwrite the party, the 

invitations, and the colorful catalogue of items offered for adoption. Corporate donations 

and paid attendance amounted to $5,675, which more than covered the costs of holding 

the book adoption party. 

 

In all, the event raised $17,465 (compared to $16,835 in 2008) for acquisitions and 

conservation. The proceeds were distributed as follows: $1,090 for the Cotsen Children’s 

Library; $1,610 for Graphic Arts; $575 for Historic Maps; $3,210 for Manuscripts; $785 

for the Marquand Library; $1,375 for the University Archives and Public Policy Papers; 

$1075  for Rare Books; $1,085 for Western Americana; $5,005 for conservation of 

materials; and $1,655 in unassigned gifts to be used at the discretion of the Department of 

Rare Books and Special Collections. Bookplates have been placed in all the adopted 

acquisitions indicating the name of the donor or partial donor, and these names are also 

found in the Library’s online catalogue. Bookplates will be inserted in the conserved 

items as well, once work is completed on them. Many thanks to all the donors listed 

below for such a successful outcome. 

 

The Book Adoption Party planning committee, led by Donald Farren, devoted many 

hours to this event. The other members of the committee were Ronald Brown, Claire 

Jacobus, Nancy Klath, Alison Lahnston, Robert Milevski, Rosemary O’Brien, Ben 

Primer, and Ruta Smithson.
